On Tuesday afternoon the school hosted a “Digital Citizenship” presentation that was 

designed to support parents in understanding the significance of moving children from 

“Digital Students” to “Digital Citizens.” 

 

The presentation provided an extensive overview of the technological world your children 

are very much connected to on a daily basis, whether you like it or not. Whilst the statistics 

can be rather overwhelming both in terms of the level of connectivity our children have at 

their disposal and the negative effects this can have, it also highlighted the benefits and value 

the digital world provides. 

 

We have implemented a Digital Citizenship programme into the context of our learning. It 

offers our students a range of ways to focus on significant aspects of being digital users by 

empowering them to think critically, behave safely, and participate responsibly in our digital 

world. These 21st-century skills are essential for students to harness the full potential of 

technology for learning. 

 

Unfortunately we had very few parents attend so we may look to repeat the presentation at a 

different time. We will also look to add some content to our web site that parents might find 

useful in terms of reinforcing the responsible use of technology. 

 

The dreaded flu has hit some of our families hard in recent weeks. If your child is ill please 

keep them at home for 24 hours so that we minimize the spread of the flu.
