Over the past week the intensity of learning being undertaken at school has been at a peak.  

 

I had the opportunity to listen to speeches crafted by students from Years 5-8 who felt strongly about issues 

or ideas they connected to, and as a consequence, wanted to share what they saw as important perspectives 

and views. The speeches they delivered informed, entertained and aimed to persuade. The level of oratorical 

skill was high such that as a member of the audience I was totally engaged, provoked to think and reflect. 

Two of our students, Ella (Year 7) and Phoebe (Year 8) both represented the school at the North Cluster 

finals where Ella was placed third in her section. Our congratulations to you both for reaching this level of 

competition. A wonderful effort.  Rory (Year 5) and Kayla (Year 6) will take part in their North Cluster 

competition here at school next Tuesday evening at 6pm and we wish them every success. 

 

We also had our Year 7 and 8 students share presentations around elements of science and technology that 

they wanted to investigate, explore and understand. Whilst the experiments they undertook didnôt always 

provide them with the complete set of answers they were looking for, the learning they experienced was 

immense. They demonstrated the ability to reflect on ways they could have improved their scientific 

method, expanded on their experimentation process and considered alternate ways to present their findings. 

Five of the students travelled to Rotorua with Mr. Evans to join other students exhibiting their studies in a 

regional science fair. By doing so they had the opportunity to learn from and enjoy the accomplishments of 

other young scientists. The day after, Miah McDonald was asked to return to Rotorua to be presented a 

Highly Commended award for his yacht sail project. An outstanding achievement. 

 

Three of our mathematicians, Ella, Olympia and Jessica represented the school with great distinction in the 

WBEET Year 8 math competition. Even though they didnôt win they were able to utilize their combined 

mathematical knowledge and understanding in a highly competitive environment. How fantastic. 

 

The way we approach learning is to acknowledge what students already know. It is from this point that we 

want our students to seek, use and create their own knowledge to understand how the world around them 

works ï true inquirers.
