In the news this week there has been discussion around changing the legislation regarding riding a bicycle 
on the footpath. A report prepared for the NZTA suggests children under 12 should be allowed to ride on 
footpaths.  
 
MPõs are currently considering a petition promoting the notion that children under 14 should be permitted 
by law to ride their bikes on footpaths. Opponents of the idea maintain that allowing cyclists to ride on 
footpaths poses a danger for the short sighted and elderly.

éIt is a good idea but not the most sensible as people do need to walk on the path and there 
could be accidents. I would vote against the ideaé 
 
I subsequently posed the following question; If you could bring about legislative change at the moment, what would you 
focus upon? Their responses below do not include any rationale or reasons why they would implement 
change, but do strongly reflect their personal opinions and viewpoints.  
 
éI would make a law to allow people to be able to keep exotic animals as pets, as long as they 
have a licenceé      
é We need to have more restrictions put on people to stop them killing native birdsé 
é The use of palm oil needs to be restricted ð it is in too many productsé 
éThere needs to be a total ban on dogs entering our native bushé 
éIf you cut down a tree you should plant between 3 and 5 moreé 
éI would reduce vet fees and the cost of animal productsé 
 
I wonder if any of the senior students who shared these responses find their way into government and 
Ministerial posts. If they do, be prepared for change!
