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TURNING A PHILOSOPHY INTO PRACTICEéI remember Kelvin Smytheé.. 
 
I heard this week of the passing of an educator I knew and respected ð Kelvin Smythe. From 
the moment I first met him many years ago, it was evident that this man was an educational 
"sage" and someone who would potentially continue to push the frontiers of how we as 
teachers should connect to our students through learning engagements that are meaningful, 
challenging, provocative, interesting and highly relevant. 
 
After he òretiredó ð though he never actually retired, he posted vociferously in his 
NETWORKONNECT magazine, expressing his opinions on key educational issues of the 
day. 
 
I have taken a piece from his very last posting (though it is abridged), which I believe strongly 
resonates with Matahui School regarding holistic learning. 
 
òThe holistic, a philosophy of education as a system, requires a dynamic main aim which is about preparing 
children for life in a democracy and to support and protect it, and a single dynamic main aim for each 
curriculum area (each, of course, connected to the system main aim). To ensure that the cohesiveness of learning 
is achieved: learning experiences need to have shape extending from an introduction, to gaining information, to 
using that information flexibly, to a conclusion. All these parts are about providing space and time within 
learning.  Further characteristics that the holistic philosophy presents are that learning be organic; and children 
have significant control over their learning especially when and how long learning occurs;ó

I know the term òholisticó has become somewhat of a clich®, but in the context of Matahui 
School, it is an important element in our approach to learning which emphasizes 
transdisciplinary connections - a practical step in moving from philosophy to practice. 
 
I have learned many things in following Kelvinõs postings, but two that we as educators 
should never forget are that the timeless essence of teaching is the interaction between the 
teacher, the student and what is being learned and that children need time and space to learn.
